Spanish, Art & Photography Trip to Barcelona
Sunday 18 October to Wednesday 21 October 2026 
Year 11 and Year 13 [currently Year 10 and Year 12]

The Modern Foreign Languages & Art Departments at BGN School are excited to announce our Autumn 2026 trip to Barcelona.  This trip is open to all current Year 10 and Year 12 students who are studying Spanish, Art, or Photography. 

We believe that school visits offer students a valuable learning experience by helping to promote their spiritual, moral and cultural development in line with the aims of the National Curriculum.  Barcelona is a vibrant city where Gaudí’s unique architecture and the city’s rich history and lively street scenes offer endless inspiration for art and photography students, along with the obvious cultural and linguistic benefits for Spanish students. 

This four-day trip will be organised by Halsbury Travel, who specialise in educational school tours. The cost will be £1,010, which will include travel, three nights’ half-board accommodation, entrance fees and insurance.  Please note that any Visa/ETIAS costs you may need are not covered in the price of the trip. Pupils will need to bring enough money to buy a light lunch each day, and potentially dinner at the airport on the final day (depending on flight times).

Our accommodation details will be finalised by Halsbury Travel once we have confirmed definite numbers with them and paid our deposit.  The trip will include a visit to Park Guell, a guided tour of the Sagrada Familia Basilica, the Immersive Tour at Camp Nou (FC Barcelona), as well as visits to art museums and the Olympic Stadium.

In order to secure a place for this residential visit, we would ask you to make an initial, non-refundable deposit of £255 on ParentPay. ParentPay will open for bookings on Wednesday 5 November at 
4.30 pm and will close on Wednesday 19 November 2025.  Please note places are limited and will be allocated on a first come, first served basis.

The due dates for subsequent payments are set by the Tour Operator and must be adhered to. If a pupil decides not to participate, the cancellation charges of the Tour Operator will apply. If the cancellation is due to illness or accident, and supported by a Doctor’s Certificate, the normal insurance regulations will apply. 
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Please make payments on or before the dates detailed below:-

• 	£255 deposit - ParentPay will open on Wednesday 5 November 2025 at 4.30 pm and close by Wednesday 19 November 2025
• 	£245 to be paid no later than 6 January 2026
• 	 £245 to be paid no later than 20 March 2026
• 	£265 to be paid no later than 12 June 2026 (please note this is a maximum amount and may be adjusted down depending on numbers, flight prices and tourist tax) – photocopies of the passport that will be used, and GHIC, are also required by this date.

Please note that all students must have a passport which is valid until 19 April 2027 and a GHIC Health Insurance Card.  We will require photocopies of passports and GHICs (and visas if required) by 12 June 2026, and you will need to hand in all original passports and GHIC cards at an information evening which will be held in early September 2026. 

You will also need to apply for the ETIAS travel authorisation as this is a new system being launched.
Students from the UK and EU do not need a visa to take a school trip to Europe. Students from outside these countries should check visa requirements, and it is your responsibility to ensure any necessary visas are obtained in good time.

Should your child have specific needs which will require extra support on the trip, we would ask that you contact us once you have secured a place.

As always, participation in an educational visit is dependent on the continued good conduct of a student in school.

We do hope that your child will be able to make the most of this exciting opportunity.
