help you think more clearly about your future. This helps the reference writers to know what you 

are looking at studying or training for after sixth form.  

• BTEC number for UCAS application – Please ask Mrs Ellul for your number. 

• You don’t need a ULN number on your UCAS application as there is no asterisk in this field.  

• Entering choices on your UCAS application helps your teachers and form tutor to write your 
reference linked to the course you are applying for.
